APALACHICOLA  NORTHERN  RAILROAD  
 
The federally funded Transportation Enhancement Grant applied for and received by WGHS is 
administered through Florida DOT that requires that it must be directed through Gadsden County.  
Therefore the Gadsden County Commission must approve the selection of an architect for the 
Greensboro Depot Project at their December 1st meeting.  The county will then negotiate the cost for the 
services and hopefully the planning of the Depot restoration can begin in January.  With a deadline of 
December 31, 2010, the plans have to be approved by the State Bureau of Historic Preservation and 
completed according to their requirements.  Then the actual work can begin.  The entire construction 
project has a deadline of December 31, 2012.  Thank you to those of you who shared your memories 
about the depot with WGHS.  Again, we ask if you have any memories and/or photographs of the Depot, 
kindly share them with the Society.  The Depot will house a Railroad Museum.  WGHS would appreciate 
donations of any railroad artifacts and memorabilia.  The Greensboro Depot Museum located on the 
Florida Arts Trail will be one of Gadsden County’s greatest assets attracting tourists and railroad 
enthusiasts alike.
