Willoughby  Gregory  Plantation  House

      Property was located about 2 miles s.w. of Quincy near the intersection


                                    of the Bostick Road and Krausland Road.  

The Willoughby Gregory Plantation House, believed to have been built between 1843 and 1847, was a fine example of plantation architecture in Gadsden County.    Many of those type houses were a two-story frame design with eight rooms, four on each floor which were divided by a center hall.  The use of bricks and the thickness of the walls in the construction of this house were very extravagant for the time.  Many of the local plantation houses had a one story front porch; however, most of those of houses have been updated with the addition of a two story porch with round columns.  Mr. Gregory managed a very large plantation.  One of his brothers, Jason Gregory, Jr., built a house across the Apalachicola River at Ocheesee Landing in Jackson County.  In the 1930’s, his house was later dismantled, moved, and rebuilt on property across the river in Liberty County that became Torreya State Park.
